If any of your residents and staff were not
immunized in the fall with influenza or
COVID-19 vaccine due to an outbreak,
illness or personal choice (and now have
changed their minds), it’s not too late to
immunize.

Residents eligible for a dose of COVID-19
vaccine need to wait 3 months if a COVID-
19 infection was confirmed via PCR or
Rapid Antigen test.

A spring COVID-19 campaign is being

from Alberta Health.
